The Four Graces Willamette Valley Pinot Noir 2005 
($25) A darker, fuller wine with an elegant nose that 
has forest floor with oak notes sprinkled among the ripe 
cocoa-dusted raspberry. Mouth filling and rich, the palate 
also offers roasted blackberry, black cherry. There are 
firm tannins and slightly increased alcohol but this wine 
handles it well.
