The Dundee Hills Reserve Pinot Noir is the result of ongoing
observation in the vineyard to select the best fruit from specitic
rows and blocks. The Black Family Estate Vineyard boasts jory
soil which is well known for its iron-rich, fertile qualities.

The grapes were hand picked at peak ripeness. The clusters
were then hand sorted and fermentation took place over 13
days with alternating Pump Overs and Punch Downs. Barrel

aged for 16 months.
